Take photos of any valuables (furniture, appliances you are bags and water

taking with you etc.) - these would be needed to file claims
should damage occur during your move.

Put room labels on your furniture and other large items,
to help make moving day easier.

Do a walkthrough of your old home to make sure everything
is removed and clean. Remove all garbage and recycling.

Unpack your essential items and store boxes you won’t need
for a while in the basement, garage, or storage locker so you
can enjoy your new space.
